PUBLICITY FOR FRINGE THEATREFEST 2011 

This outlines what Fringe TheatreFest  will do to publicise the event as a whole.  
Individual companies are responsible for their own additional publicity  - mailing/e-mailing/producing and distributing posters and leaflets/contacting the media.  
We have included a list of local media contacts.
BROCHURES
There are 3 separate brochures used to promote Fringe TheatreFest09:
1/  The NDF (North Devon Festival) Brochure which lists all the events in the North Devon Festival running throughout the month of June.  Fringe TheatreFest has 100 words to describe the nature of Fringe TheatreFest as a whole, so no mention of individual shows.  BUT… a collection of images from participating shows will be used to give a taste of what’s on offer.

The NDF Brochure is put together during January and is launched in March.  It is distributed nationally with a strong emphasis in the South West.
2/  The NDF Fringe Brochure lists the whole range of Fringe events throughout June – mainly music of all kinds apart from Fringe TheatreFest.  Fringe TheatreFest gets about 3 pages and is able to list all the shows with an image and a brief description (35 words max).

The NDF Fringe Brochure will be put together in February/March and go out in April.  It is available regionally with an emphasis on North Devon.

3/  Fringe TheatreFest creates its own handy pocket-sized brochure with room for an image and a 35 word description plus full details of the schedule and booking/venue information.
The Fringe TheatreFest brochure will be created in April and will be available from the beginning of May.  There will be some key regional distribution but the emphasis will be on North Devon.

ALL 3 BROCHURES ENCOURAGE PEOPLE TO REFER TO THE WEBSITE FOR FULLER INFORMATION
WEBSITE

The website is the source of fullest information.  As well as scheduling, booking and venue information, the website provides the space for each company to go into as much detail as they want about their production – including images, reviews and links to other websites.  During the course of the Festival there will be reviews posted by the official TheatreFest reviewers and comments from the audiences.  This is all moderated by Fringe TheatreFest.
POSTERS

The poster campaign starts in April.  The first posters will simply alert potential punters to Fringe TheatreFest in general.  Posters in June will have more specific information on them.  We will incorporate production images where we can.  The posters will be concentrated in North Devon but will also be posted in suitable regional locations.

WHAT WE NEED FROM YOU:
An image.  A striking image at a resolution of 300psi (or greater) sent as an e-mail attachment.
Copy.  We need a 20 word description and a 35 word description for the brochures (see above) and as much as you would like to provide for the website.

when do we need it:  as soon as you like -if you can get an image to us straightaway we will endeavour to use it in the main NDF brochure (see above) – but in any case by Friday 18h March.
You can continue to send updates for the website whenever you like once we’ve established the initial presence.

special message:
It’s in everybody’s interest to get as much ‘cross-over’ between audiences as possible.  So when promoting your own piece in any way please consider also flagging up one or two other performances in the Fringe TheatreFest that you like the sound of and which you are aiming to see.
